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Create a short video/use photos to describe some of the influences, uses and aspirations 
your group has for your waterway. 
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Create a cartoon strip telling a story or legend about your stream.  
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Create a dramatic presentation about your stream. 
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·  Create a diorama of your stream to indicate good  and bad features eg. cobbles vs. 

mud, riffles vs. still water, pest weeds vs. native algae, shady vs. bare banks. 
·  Set up different habitats for specific bugs eg. waterboatmen in still pools, stoneflies in 

aerated cold water etc. 
·  Make an accurate cross section profile based on actual measurements     (Yrs 9 +) 
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Interpret data using online worksheets and data sets from other NZ schools. 
  
·  To find other schools in NZ working on waterways skim through the newsletters and 

projects on www.emap.rsnz.org, and schools who have data entered into the NWPD 
database http://www.wildaboutnz.co.nz/mainsite/NWPSignup.html?alternate=nwp 
(scroll down for the link to access the data).  Contact the schools, and compare your 
stream with theirs.  
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Write a haiku about stream fish and plant life or the effects that the surrounding area has 
on the stream. 
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Write a story or a case study about the sorts of things that you have learnt and observed, 
and send them to emap@rsnz.org and we can load them on to our website so all of New 
Zealand can read about your wonderful investigations.   Don’t forget to include any photos! 
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The more data you have, the more valuable it becomes!  Start planning your next visit to 
your waterway today to assess how things have changed.
